PROFILE – Blake Shinn

Blake Shinn (32 years) has ridden 1591 winners since commencing his riding career in 2003. After being awarded the 2005 Scobie Breasley Medal for excellence in race riding on Melbourne racetracks and then being crowned as Champion Jockey in Sydney during the 2007/2008 racing season when just 19 years of age, Jockey Shinn also achieved a career highlight at 20 years of age when he partnered the Bart Cummings trained VIEWED to win the 2008 Melbourne Cup (Gr 1). Jockey Shinn has claimed many of the major races on the Australian racing calendar and included in his 21 Group 1 wins are the 2016 Golden Slipper Stakes on CAPITALIST, the 2017 Epsom Handicap and the 2018 Doncaster Mile on HAPPY CLAPPER, the 2018 Sydney Cup on WHO SHOT THE BARMAN and the 2019 Canterbury Stakes on TRAPEZE ARTIST. He also has 42 Group 2 wins and 61 Group 3 victories to his credit. Jockey Shinn was runner-up in the most recent 2017/2018 Sydney Jockeys’ Championship with 136 wins achieved at a winning strike rate of 17%. Having been indisposed for several months during the early part of the current 2018/2019 racing season, Jockey Shinn has since recorded 53 wins at a career-high winning strike rate of 21%. 

Jockey Shinn is currently ranked 13th on the IFHA LONGINES World’s Best Jockey table and has finished in the top 20 in each of the past two years. In 2015 he participated in the prestigious Shergar Cup at Ascot and in 2017 he spent a month race riding at Arlington Park in the United States winning 11 of 74 races with 18 placings. Jockey Shinn’s minimum riding weight is 121 lbs. 
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
