	Rule 7 (2)
	Added
	“Stand down” means an instruction to a licensed person by the Stewards of the Jockey Club or, as the case may be, by the Stewards, to temporarily desist from participation in any or all of the activities of the Club for a specified or indeterminate period, subject to such conditions the Stewards of the Jockey Club or, as the case may be, the Stewards may in their absolute discretion determine.

	“Suspension of a licence” means the withdrawal removal for a specified period of any licence, right or privilege granted under these Rules the right of a licensed person to carry on with the activities permitted under the licence issued to him under these Rules and all rights and privileges attached thereto.

	Revised
	To accept or to refuse to accept entries for horses to run in any races or in races for a specified period, and to refuse to allow a horse already duly entered to run in any race, in which event the Stewards of the Jockey Club may direct that the entrance money be refunded to the owner.

	
	
	
	

	
	Rule 8 (17)
	Revised
	To withdraw or suspend the licence of any person who has committed any breaches of these Rules or if, in the opinion of the Stewards of the Jockey Club, the maintenance of the licence of such person may be prejudicial to the interests, integrity, proper conduct and/or reputation of horse racing and/or the Club.

	Rule 8 (18)
	Revised
	To withdraw or suspend the licence of any person whose conduct, whether or not conduct associated with racing, has rendered him unsuitable to continue to hold the licence issued to him; and tTo order stand down any person holding a licence issued by the Club for such period and on such terms and conditions as the Stewards of the Jockey Club may think fit if, in their opinion, the continued participation of the such person in horse racing or other activities conducted by of the Club may be prejudicial to the interests, integrity, proper conduct and/or good reputation of the Club and/or horse racing.

	Added
	To make or publish from time to time policies, procedures, codes, or guidelines relating to matters under these Rules or Instructions or otherwise for the regulation of racing or upholding the integrity of racing.

	Revised
	To effect and enforce these Rules, Instructions, and so much of the Bye-laws and policies, procedure, codes or guidelines made by of the Club as relate to the duties and responsibilities of Stewards elsewhere provided by these Rules.

	
	
	
	

	
	Rule 12 (12)
	Revised
	To take or cause to be taken any sample from a horse and/or to make or cause to be made any test in their opinion desirable to determine whether any horse has been administered or exposed to any prohibited substance, or has any prohibited substance present in the system of the horse.

	
	
	
	

	
	Rule 12 (15)
	Revised
	To order stand down any jockey without assigning any reason and if they think fit to substitute another jockey.

	
	
	
	

	
	Rule 12 (44)
	Revised
	To immediately order stand down any a Jockey from riding in a race, at a race meeting and/or from riding track work if, in the opinion of the Stewards, the continued participation of the rider in activities conducted by the Club races, race meetings or track work may be prejudicial to the integrity, proper conduct and/or good reputation of the Club or safety of horse racing and/or racing operations.

	Rule 12 (45)
	Added
	To immediately stand down a Trainer or Assistant Trainer from participating in a race meeting, track work or training, if, in the opinion of the Stewards, the continued participation of such person in racing or training activities may be prejudicial to the integrity, proper conduct and/or safety of horse racing and/or racing operations.

	Rule 16 (2)
	Revised
	A determination of the Stewards of the Jockey Club to withdraw or not to grant a non-local jockey’s licence shall be final and there shall be no right of appeal against any such determination.

	Re-numbered
	The Licensing Committee shall determine all matters relating to the licensing of persons under these Rules, including the issue, renewal, variation, suspension, cancellation and withdrawal of licences.

	
	
	
	

	
	Rule 18 (2)
	Added
	Without limiting any other Rules or the power of the Stewards of the Jockey Club, the Licensing Committee may:-

(i) immediately stand down or suspend the licence of a person charged with a criminal offence in Hong Kong or elsewhere which is associated with horse racing, betting or bookmaking until the conclusion of those criminal proceedings; 

(ii) stand down or suspend the licence of a person charged with other criminal offences in Hong Kong or elsewhere until the conclusion of those criminal proceedings if the Licensing Committee is of the opinion that continued participation of such person in racing or activities of the Club or the maintenance of the licence of such person might be prejudicial to the interests, integrity, proper conduct and/or good reputation of the Club and/or horse racing; 

(iii) stand down or suspend the licence of a person pending the determination of any inquiry or proceedings conducted under these Rules if the Licensing Committee is of the opinion that continued participation of such person in racing or activities of the Club or the maintenance of the licence of such person might be prejudicial to the interests, integrity, proper conduct and/or good reputation of the Club and/or horse racing; or

	Revised
	The following Officials shall be appointed by the Stewards of the Jockey Club: Racing Stewards, Stipendiary Stewards, Head of Raceday Operations, Tracks and Racing Facilities (for races in Hong Kong), Racing Operations and Tracks Manager (CRC) Senior Tracks and Racing Projects Manager (CRC) (for races at Conghua Racecourse), Handicapper, Clerk of the Scales, Judge, Honorary Judge, Starter, Deputy Starter, Veterinary Officer and Veterinary Surgeon.

	
	
	
	

	Head of Raceday Operations, Tracks and Racing Facilities / Racing Operations and Tracks Manager (CRC) Senior Tracks and Racing Projects Manager (CRC)

	Revised
	The Head of Raceday Operations, Tracks and Racing Facilities (or his authorised substitute), and the Racing Operations and Tracks Manager (CRC) Senior Tracks and Racing Projects Manager (CRC) (or his authorised substitute) are the sole persons responsible to the Stewards for the general arrangements of the meeting and the proper maintenance, measurement and marking of the course in Hong Kong and Conghua Racecourse respectively; and shall…….

	Rule 29 (3)
	Revised
	Order to be placed on the indicator boards such alterations in regard to allowances, overweights, change of jockeys and withdrawals as may be required.

Notify any change in the weight to be carried by a horse which is different from its allocated weight.

	
	
	
	

	Clerk of the Scales
	Rule 29 (5)
	Deleted
	Should a protest/objection be lodged or an inquiry be called for in relation to any weighing-in decision by the Clerk of the Scales to at once order the appropriate signal to be exhibited. The appropriate signal shall be: —

(i) For protest/objection and/or inquiry relating to a protest/objection to a decision by the Clerk of the Scales the words “Objection” or “Inquiry” will be exhibited.  This signal must also be hoisted in the event of an inquiry into whether a race should be declared void.

(ii) For inquiry completed, placings unaltered:  “Objection” or “Inquiry” signal to be replaced by word “Overruled” or “Weighed-In”.

For inquiry completed, placings altered:  “Objection” or “Inquiry” signal to be replaced by the word “Sustained” or “Placings Altered”, followed by “Weighed-In”.

	At the close of each day’s racing send a return of the weights carried in every race and the names of the jockeys specifying over-weight (if any).

	Re-numbered
	The Clerk of the Scales shall not without the permission of the Stewards weigh-out any jockey who presents himself above two pounds over his allocated weight.

	Re-numbered
	When weighing-out or weighing-in, no account shall be taken of fractions of less than a pound.

	
	
	
	

	Ownership and Contingencies
	Rule 40 (3)
	Revised
	Where a horse is purchased with contingencies, the owner must on application for registration of the horse declare the existence and nature of such contingencies and provide such information or document as requested by the Club. The Stewards of the Jockey Club may refuse such registration without providing any reasons.

Acquiring a horse by way of gift (which for the purpose of this Rule 40 means transfer of a horse without any purchase consideration, for nominal consideration or for discharge of any debt or obligation owed by the donor to the owner) is not allowed except when such horse is acquired directly from:-

(i) an immediate family member(s) (including a parent, spouse, child, sibling, grandparent or grandchild of the owner, or a parent or sibling of the spouse of the owner); or

(ii)
a vendor or agent as a replacement horse within a reasonable period of time from the retirement of the horse previously sold to the owner by the same vendor or agent.

	
	
	
	

	Ownership and Contingencies
	Rule 40 (4)
	Added
	An owner must on application for registration of the horse declare in a specified form, amongst other things, the following:-

(i) Where a horse is acquired by way of gift, the owner must provide such information or document as required to satisfy the Club that the ownership of the horse is absolute pursuant to Rule 40(1).  

(ii) Where a horse is purchased with contingencies, the existence and nature of such contingencies.

(iii)
The identity of any agent involved in the purchase of the horse.  For the purpose this Rule 40, agent means any consignor, bloodstock agent, racing or stud manager or any other person or entity who advises and/or represents a principal in the sale or purchase of bloodstock, whether or not such agent is paid by way of retainer, commission or other forms of remuneration or as part of on-going or future financial arrangements.  The owner shall use his best endeavours to procure the agent to complete a declaration of interest form and return the completed form with the application for registration of the horse.

	Re-numbered
	An owner may transfer up to 50% of his or her interest in a horse to his or her spouse or children, who must be an eligible Member as specified in the Ownership Bye-laws, subject to payment of the applicable registration fee in accordance with the Rules. In the case of a partnership, the transfer is subject to Rule 41 (2) and the number of partners shall not exceed four (4) as a result of the transfer.

	The leasing of horses registered with the Club is prohibited.

	Added
	An owner shall provide such information or documents as requested by the Club from time to time in relation to the purchase or the acquisition or otherwise the ownership of his or her horse.

	The Stewards of the Jockey Club may refuse registration of any horse which is subject to contingencies or acquired by the owner by way of gift without providing any reason.

	Other protests/objections must be made to a Steward, the Head of Raceday Operations, Tracks and Racing Facilities (for races held in Hong Kong) or the Racing Operations and Tracks Manager (CRC) Senior Tracks and Racing Projects Manager (CRC) (for races held at Conghua Racecourse).

	Rule 135 (1)
	Revised
	An apprentice jockey may be represented by the trainer to whom he is allocated; or another trainer acting for such trainer; or the assistant trainer of the trainer to whom he is allocated; or the Chief Riding Instructor.

	Revised
	A person attending or required to attend before the Stewards of the Jockey Club in any hearing under these Rules, including any hearing upon an appeal, may be legally represented by leave of the Stewards of the Jockey Club, provided that an apprentice jockey may, in addition, be represented by the trainer to whom he is allocated. or the Chief Riding Instructor.

	Arsenic

	Revised
	Notwithstanding any treatment to any horse on a previous occasion, any treatment howsoever to a horse is prohibited unless it is by or with the written permission of the Veterinary Surgeon. Provided that injections of any description may not be administered to any horse and a stomach tube may not be passed into any horse, except by the Veterinary Surgeon, a Veterinary Officer or by another qualified person under the direct approval and instruction of a Veterinary Surgeon.

	Tack and Gear –
Racing Plates and Shoeing
	Inst. 5 (2) (vii) (d)
	Revised 
	Trainers are advised that the approval of the Head Farrier or his representative must first be obtained for the plating of horses for races in any way other than with a plain shoe, including the use of wedges, glue-on shoes, bar shoes or any other horseshoe of non-standard design, leathers or any substance between the plate and the hoof in any form of plating.  All horses plated in any way other than with a plain shoe also requires the subsequent inspection and the approval of the Veterinary Officer. Glue-on aluminium racing plates will not be permitted to be applied, or re-applied, less than two (2) hours prior to the time a horse is due to start in a race.

	Revised
	In all handicaps the maximum top weight shall be 133 135 lbs and the minimum weight shall not be less than 113 115 lbs.

	
	
	
	

	Racecourses and Track Work Regulations
	Inst. 20 (1)
	Revised 
	The opening of all training tracks and facilities of the Club rests entirely with the Head of Raceday Operations, Tracks and Racing Facilities for facilities in Hong Kong and the Racing Operations and Tracks Manager (CRC) Senior Tracks and Racing Projects Manager (CRC) for facilities at Conghua Racecourse, or such persons as authorised by them.
