Maxime Guyon - 118 lbs

Maxime Guyon is one of the most successful jockeys in the world with 3,186 wins globally (as of 10 September) at a strike rate of 15% across several jurisdictions including Hong Kong, France, Italy, Germany, the United Kingdom, the United Arab Emirates, the United States of America, Japan, Switzerland, South Africa, Mauritius and Qatar. Aged 36, Guyon has 55 Group 1 wins aboard some of the best horses in the world, including Solow, Ambitious Dragon, Lope De Vega, Flintshire and Sosie. Guyon rides predominantly in France for leading trainers including Andre Fabre and won the French Flat Racing Champion Jockey award in 2019, 2022, 2023 and 2024. His most recent Hong Kong Group 1 was aboard Junko in the 2023 LONGINES Hong Kong Vase.

Dylan Browne McMonagle - 122 lbs

Dylan Browne McMonagle is an emerging Irish jockey with 416 wins (as of 10 September) at a strike rate of 13% across several jurisdictions including Ireland, the United Kingdom, Qatar, France, the United Arab Emirates and Bahrain. Aged 22, Browne McMonagle has 5 Group 1 wins, 5 Group 2 wins, 24 Group 3 wins and 18 Listed Race wins. His Group 1 wins have come on Al Riffa, Scorthy Champ and Tennessee Stud. Browne McMonagle rides mostly in Ireland for Joseph O’Brien. He was champion Irish apprentice in 2021 with 48 winners and is regarded as one of the most talented young jockeys in Europe and currently leads this season’s Irish Jockey’s Championship.
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
